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Spectacular advances over the past twenty years have made it easier to study the activity of the human brain. With this has come a radical departure in the scientific questions asked about the brain and indeed in our view of the functions and functioning of the brain. Not only have we come to understand that the brain is not a passive chronicler of what happens in the external world but an active participant in using the physical reality to create the world that we experience, but we have also started to address questions that had previously seemed too subjective and therefore far removed from the realm of objective scientific enquiry. Questions such as the neural correlates of love, desire and beauty, or the neural determinants of identity and empathy and of social interactions .
In the field of neuroesthetics, science has come to realize that art has, and continues to, pause questions of special interest to neuroscience, the study of which help us to better understand the organization of the brain.
